1. Call to Order: Ted Wood opened the meeting at 7:03 p.m. 
1. Roll Call: All listed above were in attendance. 
1. Discussion of approval of the December 2010 minutes: Ted Wood motioned to approve the December meeting minutes, Jayne Serna seconded and the motion was approved unanimously.
1. Citizen Communications: Ted Wood noted a need for better signage or maps at the disc golf course. Deborah Antich praised City Christmas tree recycling efforts and for using mulch on the trails and in parks. She also appreciates the work to improve the entry to Bledsoe Park from the unpaved parking area.
1. Consideration & Possible Action on the following items:
4. Discussion Regarding Parks, Recreation & Open Space Master Plan Revisions: Brent Luck presented the Board with a revised survey instrument to be used for community input. Mr. Luck also presented a revised timeline for the survey. After making minor edits for grammar, usage and consistency, Ted Wood made a motion to adopt the revised survey for its intended purpose. Stacey Stewart seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
4. Fall Fest Recommendation Memo to City Council:  Steve Bosak shared a copy of a memo to be presented to the Leander City Council regarding Board recommendations for combining Fall Fest and the Bluegrass Festival. After minor edits, Tami Holk-Johnson motioned to present the recommendations to the Council January 20th. Deborah Antich seconded and all present voted aye. 
1. Director’s Report: 
5. Mr. Bosak presented the 2011 Leander Parks and Rec. Calendar of Events
5. Over 500 Christmas trees were recycled as of January 3rd.  The recycling program ends January 11.
5. CAPCOG funded Recycling Containers arrived and they will be placed in the parks in January.
5. The CBDG funded Bagdad Road Sidewalk Project is in the design stage. Construction should begin by mid-summer. 
5. Mr. Bosak is in the process of completing inventories for the master plan revision. He noted that the Leander’s ETJ has grown since the 2004 plan. 
5. Staff is looking for sponsors for the 2011 movie and concert events. 
5. North Creek Ranch Park construction begins this month — first with excavation, followed by playscape and pavilion installations, concrete curbs and flatwork, trail and landscaping.
1. Adjournment: Tami Holk Johnson made a motion to adjourn and Stacey Stewart seconded. The motion was approved by all and the meeting adjourned at 7:40 pm.
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
